Pictures must be pinned up at MOCA on Wednesday, November 19, and the sale/party is on November 20, with snacks and a DJ.  100% of sale goes to the artist.  The price to pin up a picture is membership at MOCA GA, which is normally $25, but now through the 19th, only $20.

The membership voted to approve the expense and give Gittel the go-ahead to hire an accountant for the odious task.
